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Introduction: 
 
A three day conference on Women’s Health, from 13-15 May in Pristina, is being organised by 
the Kosovan Obstetrics and Gynaecology Association (KOGA) and the Royal College of 
Obstetricians and Gynaecologists (RCOG), working in partnership as part of the RCOG-Eurovision 
initiative. This strong cooperation is the direct contribution of the professional associations in 
fulfilling their mission to achieve Millennium Development Goals No. 4 and No. 5, which are 
directly concerned with the health of mothers and children. 

This conference is being organised in collaboration with the European Federation for 
Colposcopy (EFC), the International Federation for Cervical Pathology and Colposcopy (IFCPC), 
the Faculty of Sexual and Reproductive Healthcare, the European Society of Contraception 
(ESC), the American International Health Alliance (AIHA) and the United States Agency for 
International Development (USAID). We are honoured that the meeting will be under the 
patronage of the Prime Minister of the Republic of Kosovo, in collaboration with the 
Ministry of Health. 

The field of perinatology and standards and structures of care relating to gynaecological 
cancer will be addressed in the conference, with training workshops on: colposcopy; 
working towards maximal results in the area of infertility management; experiences in 
maintaining health of mothers and children; development and implementation of protocols 
that conform to local needs; contraception and reproductive care. The RCOG, KOGA and 
others, will participate in this meeting through lecturing and providing highly professional 
and academic contributions in the field of women’s health. 

In addition, for the purpose of addressing shared problems in the field of women’s health, 
KOGA in cooperation with the RCOG, will organize a regional professional forum inviting a 
representative from each of the professional societies in Central and South East Europe 
including the West Balkan region. Specialist doctors, trainee specialists, midwives and 
nurses from Kosovo will be invited to participate and will collect points according to the 
Continuing Professional Education Board criteria, who will also accredit this professional 
meeting.  

Registration for the conference will cost 30 Euros (20 Euros fee for KOGA membership for 
development of their capacities). Registration for the residents is 20 Euros and for midwife 
for KMA membership is 5 Euros. Participating in each Workshop is 10 Euros. A social 
programme will be organised that will be relaxing and enjoyable for the participants.  A 
formal dinner is scheduled to take place.  

National and international professionals, specialist doctors and those in training, midwives, and 
nurses from Gynaecology and Obstetrics, Neonatology, Pathology, Oncology, Family Medicine 
etc are all invited to take part in the meeting. In particular, the participation of representatives of 
women’s organisations and networks, and national youth organisations will be encouraged.   
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RCOG-Eurovision:

 Identify the needs of local populations as well as health professionals and to respond 
to these needs. 

 Collate experience on developing “toolkits on audit” and to generate generic as well 
as specific clinical audits; and audit of standards. 

 Share experience between professional organisations, international agencies, local 
professional bodies and the RCOG. 

 Build links between local health professionals and the RCOG. 

 Focus on maternal and perinatal clinical audit and near miss audit in the first 
instance. 

 Aim to commission the translation of key RCOG clinical guidelines into national 
languages.

 To promote international collaboration between the professional societies from the UK 
and Kosovo.

 To integrate European knowledge and experience, especially from the UK, with 
reproductive health care in Kosovo 

 To improve clinical care in the field of maternal and neonatal health to positively 
influence a reduction in maternal and perinatal morality in Kosovo 

 To heighten capacities for the professional work, science and research of Kosovan 
professionals leading towards representation and participation in the professional 
networks and forums in the region, Europe and globally 

 To promote advocacy and lobbying at government level, in particular the Ministry of 
Health, for additional care and support for professionals in the field of reproductive 
health 

 To improve and enhance the quality of health services in the field of reproductive health 
in the region, through coordinating activities of professional societies from the region 
supported by the RCOG, EBCOG and FIGO.
