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Executive Summary

This report is continuation of previous reports and presents the perinatal situation in Kosovo for year 2007 and is comparable with the previous years.

Perinatal mortality records deaths of fetus (with weight ≥500g) or occurring during late pregnancy (after 22 weeks of gestation), at birth and during the first week of life (0-6 days).

For year 2007, 27.856 deliveries were reported, of which 28.291 newborns, 27.972 live births, 319 (11.3‰) fetal deaths, and 247 (8.8‰) early neonatal deaths, respectively 566 perinatal deaths (20.0‰).     
Perinatal mortality is showing a falling trend compared with previous years. In the year 2000, 1149 (29,1‰) perinatal deaths were reported.
Introduction

Kosovo is a small (10,887 km2), landlocked high plateau surrounded by mountains in the Balkans peninsula of the south-eastern Europe.

Kosovo is characterized by a lack of accurate demographic data. The last commonly accepted census in Kosovo took place in 1981.
Based on estimates Kosovo has a population of over 2 million. The population density of 200 persons per square kilometre is one of the highest in Europe.

Average  population growth rate is estimated to be 1.7%. It is also estimated that 48% of the population are women of childbearing age.

.

Kosovo is characterized with population that is very young with a mean age of 25 years. Over half of the population is under 25 years of age and only eight per cent is over 60. Women of childbearing age (15-45 years) constitute estimated 48% of the female population. 
Kosovar Committee for the health of mother and child in cooperation with the Kosovo Obstetrics and Gynecology Association, Kosovo Paediatrics Association, National Institute for Public Health and supported by WHO, UNICEF and UNFPA are attempting to compensate for the lack of vital indicators data for the health of mother and child in Kosova. 

This cooperartion has made possible the organization of annual conferences on perinatal situation in Kosovo, which have by now become traditional.

Methodology

In order to evaluate perinatal situation in Kosovo in year 2000 it was created by WHO a monthly recording form for maternal and neonatal activity. The recording forms were distributed to the relevant staff in all maternities. Information where reported from logbooks of the delivery rooms and neonatal units. Data were collected also from Preterm and Neonatology Unit in Prishtina regarding the number of refered newborns and early neonatal deaths. With aim to obtain overall and more accurate perinatal mortality rate, early neonatal deaths occurred in Preterm and Neonatology Unit is attributed to the maternity that have refered the newborn. Data are collected also from the health facilities that are not endorsed as maternities but performed deliveries, (Kacanik, Malisheve and Lypjan). There were no data collected on home deliveries or deliveries in private clinics. Due to the political issues data were not reported from hospital in Mitrovica North and Graqanica.
Data for 2007 includes data from one private institution in Prishtina.

The proces of data collection and reporting has actively been supported by relevant health professionals in charge at the respective maternity and neonatology units, as well as UNFPA and UNICEF.

Definitions and Indicators are based on the Family Planning, Maternal & Child Health & Reproductive Health, used in the WHO Regional Office for Europe.

The results and interpretation of data were as below:

· Reported number of deliveries and mode of deliveries

· Reported number of deliveries and newborns per weight and gestation

· Reported number of live newborns and gender

· Reported number of stillbirths and early neonatal deaths

· Reported number of maternal deaths

· Main causes of stillbirths and early neonatal deaths

The following indicators were calculated using the reported data:

· Perinatal Mortality Rate

· Early Neonatal Mortality Rate and Stillbirths Rate

· Maternal Mortality Ratio, and

· Caesarean Section Rate

Main perinatal data
Based on reported data for year 2007 there were  27.856 deliveries reported with 28.291 newborns reported, of which,27.927 live births and 319 (11.3‰)   stillbirths, and 247 (8.8‰) early neonatal deaths. Totally, there were 566 perinatal deaths reported, with a ratio of perinatal deaths at 20.0‰ (≥500g). 1.999( 7 %) newborns with low birth weight (<2500g) were reported. The cesarean section rate in the year 2007 was 17.7 %.Three maternal deaths are reported thus maternal mortality ratio is 10.8 per 100 000 deliveries.

Reported number of deliveries

Declining trend of number of deliveries continued also during the year 2007. While in year 2000 they were reported 39.091 deliveries in year 2007 they are reported 27.856 deliveries (≥500g). From year 2000 to 2007, there are 11.235 deliveries less.

In Graph 1 is presented trend of number of deliveries from year 2000 to year 2007 (≥ 500 g).

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Obstetric and Gynecology Clinic in Prishtina as the only tertiary health care level still remains overcrowded performing last year 10.586 deliveries. Most of the pregnant women are coming from surrounding places referred either from maternities or are self-referred.

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In Table 2 the mode of deliveries is presented, noting that 79% of deliveries are  normal deliveries, 17.7% with cesarean section, 1.5% with VE and 1.9% with manual interventions.

Graf.2 shows an increasing rate in Cesarean sections. During 2000,  only 7.5 % of the deliveries were performed by C-Section, while in 2007, 17.7 % of births were completed by Cesarean Section.

Table 3 shows data on newborns by their body weight, where 6.9 % had a low body weight.

Perinatal Mortality Rate
Globally, each year, almost 4 million children die before reaching 4 weeks of life, and 3.3 million are still births.

IN the European region, according to the data published by WHO for the year 2006, the lowest perinatal death rate has been recorded by Finland (3.0‰) while highest  is recorded by Kyrgyzstan (24.7‰). See graf 3.

On the global level, main direct causes of perinatal deaths are: prematurity, congenital anomalies, asphyxia, traumas at birth, perinatal infections, disorders caused by complications during pregnancy and other causes.

Other indirectly contributing causes are as follows:

Socio-economic situation, gender, familiar status, smoking, mothers age and weight, large number of births and the quality of medical care.
The perinatal mortality rate during the year 2007 was 20.0‰, showing a decreasing trend from the level of 29.1‰ during the year 2000 ( for the newborns with body weight of ≥500 gr. or ≥22 weeks of gestation. During 2007, 319 (11,3‰) stillbirths were reported and 247 (8.8‰) early neonatal deaths, totaling 566 perinatal deaths  (20.0 ‰).
Perinatal deaths ratio in Kosova for the year 2007 for the newborns with body weight of ≥1000gr. (which is used for international reporting) was 16.4‰ , Fetal mortality of 7.97‰ and early neonatal mortality of 8.88.86‰6‰
Graf 4 displays the perinatal mortality rate s 2000 – 2007 (≥ 500g).

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A continuous decline in perinatal mortality rates can be observed in the graph.4 data, in Kosovo, from 29.1 per 1000 in year 2000 to 20.0 per 1000 in year 2007.

 Graph 5 shows perinatal mortality rate in regional maternities, highlighting wide disparities between the regions.

 For the purpose of a correct representation of the perinatal situation in Kosova, fetal deaths and early neonatal deaths that have occurred at the Gynecology and Obstetrics clinic and at the Centre for pre-term newborns and neonatology in Prishtina, have been attributed to the regions where they were initially referred from or were self referred. Perinatal mortality rate for regions is displayed on graph 6.

Stillbirths rate

Based on reported number of stillbirths for year 2000 in Kosovo stillbirths rate was 14.5 per 1000, while for year 2007 is 11.28 per 1000 (≥500g)showing a decreasing trend.
Graph 7 shows the stillbirth rate from year 2000 to year 2007 (≥500g).

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Early Neonatal Mortality Rates

Based on the reported early neonatal deaths for year 2000 in Kosovo early neonatal mortality rate was 14.8 per 1000, while for year 2007 it is 8.8 per 1000 (≥ 500 g).

 Graph 9 shows Early Neonatal Mortality trend for years 2000 to 2007.

Based on reported early neonatal deaths there is a declining trend of early neonatal mortality rate. This is as result of improvement of medical care quality, especially the neonatal care. 
In order to obtain overall and reliable perinatal mortality rate,   data was collected for  referred newborns and early neonatal deaths in Centre for preterm and neonatology unit in Prishtina. Deaths of referred newborns were attributed to the specific maternity that has referred the newborn.

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Main causes of early neonatal mortality are: prematurity and congenital anomalies followed by perinatal causes, infections and asphyxia. (Graph 10).

For the purpose of lowering the early neonatal mortality, additional increase in antenatal, intrapartal and nenonatal care is required, together with the improvement of the skills and knowledge of the medical practitioners, proper supply of necessary medical equipment is required. Also, application of antenatal corticosteroid therapy and surfactant if indicated is necessary.

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Maternal Mortality Ratio

Each year about 500.000 women die as a result of pregnancy and its complications. In developing countries maternal mortality is 450/100 000 (the highest mortality rate 900/100 000 is in Sub-Saharan Africa and 490/100 000 is in South-Central Asia). From all maternal deaths 99% occur in developing countries.

Universal access to reproductive health care is the starting point for maternal health.

In Kosovo in year 2000 are reported 9 maternal deaths (23.1/100 000) while in year 2007 are reported 3 maternal deaths (10.7 /100 000). 
Cause of two maternal deaths were due to illnesses induces by pregnancy while the cause of one is complications on other illness induced by pregnancy.

Maternal deaths are reported only from the health institutions.

Conclusions
Edhe pse ka rënie të vazhdueshme, shkalla e mortalitetit perinatal në Kosovë ende është e lartë.

Nënat, të porsalindurit dhe fëmijët paraqesin grupet më vulnerabile të shoqërisë dhe duhet ti konsiderojmë si prioritet.

Ndonëse është bërë një përparim drejt përforcimit të shërbimeve shëndetësore në Kosovë mbetet akoma shumë punë me qëllim të përmirësimit të mëtutjeshëm të shërbimeve shëndetësore që avansojnë kujdesin ndaj nënës dhe fëmijës.

Even though there is continuing decline perinatal mortality rate in Kosovo is  considered to be still high.
Mothers, newborns, and children represent the most vulnerable groups of the society and we need to consider them as a priority.

Although progress has been made towards improvement of health care services in Kosovo , there still remains a lot of work to be done with aim to further improve health care services in advancing the mother and child care.
Recommendations

1. To support the Office for the mother and child and reproductive health with all its working groups, in particular the Kosovar council for the mother and child health.. 

2. To allocate additional funds for the field of mother and child health protection in Kosova.
3. To review, officilaise and support the implementation of the Reproductive health strategy in conjunction with other relevant legislation.
4. To support the development of the Strategy for the cild and adolescent health..

5. To unify the guidelines and relevant protocols on the mother and child care..

6. To create the legal framework which will enable the undertaking of post mortem examinations and histopathological analysis of the perinatal deaths.

7. To strengthen the cooperation and coordination between the governmental health organizations with the local ones, other governmental or non-governmental organizations, professional organizations and civil society ones.

8. To continue with the effort in certification of the all maternities, inclusive of the Gynecology and Obstetrics clinic one, as a Baby Friendly institutions.

9. To evaluate, and then equally disburse medical personnel to the maternities of all health care levels.
10. To ensure continuous professional development of medical personnel and monitoring of implementation of achieved competencies in practice 

11. Offering of education to the pregnant women, parents and other family members.
12. Continuation of gathering and analysis of perinatal data.
13. Organization of regular multidisciplinary professional meetings in presentation and discussions of issues relevant to mother and child health.

14. . Continuation of study regarding the medical services for mother and child health in both public and private sector. 

15. To undertake a review and eventual restructuring of the maternities with  low utilisation and inadecuate working conditions.
